In studying this historical development of philosophy some particular goals are accomplished: to
acquaint students with Greek and Roman philosophical terminology, with the development of philosophical concepts and its stages, with bonds between philosophy and its
cultural background, and with various interpretations of the ancient thought. The additonal aim consists in developing students’ ability of describing and comparing various
philosophical systems.

Lectures’ material comprises of the European philosophy from the beginning of the Greek thought to the philosophy of the late Hellenistic period, excluding the ancient Christian
philosophy in the antiquity. The problems of ontology and philosophical anthropology are stressed as well as the issue of the mutual relations between various areas of
philosophy (ontology, epistemology, philosophical anthropology and ethics). The lectures present the synthetic and general view of the matter, while the classes focus on
analyzing particular philosophical texts.
